Cavaliers Clamp Down Tigers' Offense En Route to Third Title: Virginia avenged last
year's overtime loss to Princeton in the Division I Women's Lacrosse Championship with a 10-4 vic-
tory over the Tigers May 23 at Princeton. The victory gives the Cavaliers their third overall title in
the event.
Virginia ended two-time defending champion Princeton's 28-game winning streak to earn the title.
It was the Cavaliers' first championship since beating Princeton, 8-6, in overtime in the 1993 final.
Princeton defeated Vanderbilt, 11-3, to advance to the final game, while Virginia defeated
Georgetown, 12-9, in its semifinal match.
The Cavaliers ended their season 19-3, while the Tigers finished 19-1.
Virginia was led by junior Amy Appelt, who had four goals, with the third of those being the 200th
of her career. Caitlin Banks also delivered three goals for the Cavaliers. Goalkeeper Andrea Pfeiffer
had 19 saves and was named the tournament's most outstanding player.
The Tigers' four goals tied the lowest total in a championship game, equaling Maryland's mark in
a 6-4 loss to Temple in 1984.
Princeton jumped out to a quick lead with the first goal of the game by Elizabeth Pillion coming
early in the first half. But the Tigers were unable to maintain momentum and the Cavaliers scored
five goals before halftime and led, 5-1. Virginia's halftime advantage was the biggest held by any
team this year against the Tigers.
After the break, Princeton again scored the first goal of the half, but Virginia was too much for the
Tigers, outscoring them, 5-3, in the second half, including a goal from Appelt with 27 seconds left
on the clock.
Appelt finished the 2004 season with 90 goals and 121 points, making her only the third player
in Division I history to record 90 or more goals in a single season, and only the fourth player in
Division I history to notch more than 120 points in a single campaign.
Virginia head coach Julie Myers became the first person in women's lacrosse history at the Division
I level to win a title as both a player and as a head coach.
All-tournament team: Pfeiffer, Appelt, Banks, Nikki Lieb and defender Elizabeth Pinney from
Virginia; defenders Lauren Vance and Katie Norbury, and midfielder Elizabeth Pillion from
Princeton; Coco Stanwick and Michi Ellers from Georgetown; and Ashley Bastinelli and Bridget
Morris from Vanderbilt.

Middlebury Ends Perfect Season with Overtime Win: Middlebury reclaimed the cham-
pionship throne with a 13-11 overtime victory over The College of New Jersey in the Division III
Women's Lacrosse Championship game May 16 at St. John Fisher. The Panthers ended the sea-
son 19-0, a school record for wins along with a fourth perfect season.
Middlebury is now 70-1 over the past four seasons and 131-7 over the past eight. The victory marks
the Panthers' fifth lacrosse title overall, with the last coming in 2002.
The College of New Jersey ended its season at 18-1. The Lions have won this event a record 11
times, with their last victory coming in 2000.
Middlebury earned the win despite leading-scorer Nuala O'Donohoe receiving two yellow cards
(for stick infractions) in the game, forcing a red card and her ineligibility to play the final 29:23 of
the contest.
The College of New Jersey led, 2-1, before O'Donohoe tied the game at the 19:29 mark of the
first half. The Lions regained the lead before a pair of goals from Michele Bergofsky and
O'Donohoe gave Middlebury a 4-3 advantage. The College of New Jersey scored four of the
game's next five goals to take a 7-5 lead with 3:13 left in the first half. Schuyler Winstead found
the back of net for the Panthers with 38 seconds left in the half to cut the lead to 7-6 at the break.
The second half stayed tight, with the Lions scoring two goals in 31 seconds to take a 10-8 lead
with 12:21 remaining in regulation time. Middlebury then regained control, scoring three straight
goals to forge an 11-10 advantage. Elizabeth Renehan scored the first on a free position, followed
by goals from Liza Humes at 5:46 and Caitlin McCormick at 2:47. The College of New Jersey
came right back and tied the game with just one minute left, forcing overtime.
Two three-minute overtime periods were played, with Middlebury scoring with 1:37 left in the first
overtime to take a 12-11 lead on a goal from Bergofsky. Channing Weymouth sealed the game
as time was expiring to give Middlebury the 13-11 win.
Middlebury defeated Amherst, 13-9, to advance to the title game. The College of New Jersey won
its semifinal against Salisbury, 14-9.
All-tournament team: Salisbury was represented by Jessica White and Linda Ackermann,
while Amherst placed Liz Martin and Ashley Harmeling on the team. Katie Wagenblast, Lauren
Dougher and Christie Shore represented TCNJ, and Middlbury was led by Renehan, O'Donohoe,
McCormick, Sarah Grenert and Becca Brakeley.
