2001-02 Championships

Highlights

The 2001-02 season was golden for the men’s teams of the Gophers of
Minnesota. The Big Ten Conference reps won three team championships,
their first in golf, second in wrestling and fourth in ice hockey. Hawaii was
the only school to win its first overall team championship, claiming the vol-
leyball crown. Other schools that won their first championship in a sport
were Colorado (cross country), Maryland (basketball), North Carolina
(soccer) and Tennessee (indoor track). Southern California won its 16th ten-
nis championship to increase its overall total of team championships to 71,
the highest among Division | schools. Stanford won its ninth water polo
crown to increase its third-place overall total of team championships to 54.

Individually, Stanford led the way with nine titles, including six in swim-
ming. Those championships brought the Cardinal’s swimming total up to
128, second overall behind Michigan, which stayed at 147. In overall
individual titles, Stanford stands at 230, one behind the second-place
Wolverines. LSU and Texas had six individual winners apiece during the
school year. Four schools won an individual championship in a particular
sport for the first time—Auburn in tennis, Eastern Michigan in cross coun-
try, lllinois State in indoor track and Nevada in rifle.

In terms of individual championships, Abilene Christian also led the way
with eight, four each in indoor and outdoor track and field. The Wildcats’
showing raised their overall mark in individual titles to 130, still good for
second place, but first place Cal State Bakersfield won five titles, four in
swimming, to increase its firstplace total to 140. St. Augustine’s was the
only other school to win five individual titles, one coming in indoor track
and field, the rest coming in the outdoor version of the same sport.

2001-02 Championships

Highlights

Wisconsin-La Crosse won three men’s team championships, the most of any
Division lIl school. The Eagles’ victories came in cross country and indoor and
outdoor track and field. Those showings moved Wisconsin-La Crosse into sole
possession of second place in overall men’s team championships. The Eagles’
indoor championship was their fifth, which moves the school into a tie for fifth
overall. Four schools won team championships for the first time in any sport.
These champions included Guilford (golf), Otterbein (basketball), Richard
Stockton (soccer) and Wisconsin-Superior (ice hockey).

Kenyon continued its dominance in individual titles, winning 11, all in swim-
ming. All of Kenyon’s firstplace alltime total of 193 individual titles have come
in swimming. WisconsinLa Crosse had five individual champions, two in both
indoor and outdoor track and field, and one in wrestling. Six teams won indi-
vidual titles for the first time. These included Lawrence (wrestling), Manchester
(wrestling), Trinity (Connecticut) (indoor track), Wesley (golf), Whitworth (swim-
ming) and Wilmington (Ohio) (wrestling).
