In 1981, the NCAA Football Rules Committee approved an overtime tiebreaker system to
decide a tie game for the purpose of determining a conference champion. The following
conferences used the tiebreaker system to decide conference-only tie games. (Beginning
in 1996, all college football games used the tiebreaker if the score was tied after four
periods.) In an overtime period, one end of the field is used and each team gets an offen-
sive possession beginning at the 25-yard line. Each team shall have possession until it has
scored, failed to gain a first down or lost possession. The team scoring the greater num-
ber of points after completion of both possessions is declared the winner. The periods con-
tinue until a winner is determined.
