Ole Miss wins first national championship

SCOTTSDALE, Ariz. — Fifth-ranked and fourth-seeded Ole Miss, making its third straight NCAA Championship appearance, jumped out early on Oklahoma
State, grabbed control and didn’t look back in clinching the first women’s NCAA title for its school in any sport at Grayhawk Golf Club in Scottsdale, Ariz. with
a 4-1 win over the Cowgirls.

Sophomore Andrew Lignell — who won both her quarerfinal and semifinal matches on Tuesday and played 40 holes to do it -- put the finishing touches with a
putt on 17 to win 2 and 1. She had posted three top-10 and nine top-20 finishes in 14 career tournaments.

Sophomore Chiara Tamburlini, who entered the NCAA Championships with 11 career tournaments and a 73.95 stroke average on the season, put the first
point on the board for Ole Miss with a 6 and 5 win, the largest margin of victory in the NCAA Championship match since the format started in 2015.Tamburlini
won six of the first nine holes over Lianna Bailey and won all three of her championship matches.

That was followed up by senior Julia Johnson's 4 and 3 win, as Johnson, ranked No. 8 by Golfstat and No. 10 by Golfweek came into the NCAA with seven
straight top-10 finishes, has been in the lineup for all 43 tournaments since arriving on campus. Even through five holes, she then won three of the next five
holes over Rina Tatematsu.

Senior Kennedy Swann, who finished fifth at the 2020 U.S. Amateur, topped Maja Stark 2 and 1. She fell behind by one through four holes, tied it through five
and then won three of the next four holes.

Ole Miss advanced to the championship match after a thrilling quarterfinal victory against Texas with a 3-2 victory that featured two sudden-death matches, but
the Rebels didn't let fatigue catch up with them, then dispatching Arizona in regulation in the semifinals, 3-2.

Ole Miss became the 16th program in the 39-year history of the NCAA Division | Women'’s Golf Championship to win a title.
