Moments later, Georgetown’s Fred Brown mistook Carolina’s James Worthy as his teammate, Sleepy Floyd, and passed the ball to 
Worthy. The Tar Heels ran out the clock to take a 63-62 victory and give coach Dean Smith his first NCAA championship.
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
