
Highlights

Emory wins third national title in row, tops second-place Williams by 186 points for three-peat:  Emory claimed its third consecu-
tive NCAA title with a dominating performance in the 2012 NCAA Division III Swimming and Diving Championships.
The Eagles accumulated 639 points during the March 21-24 meet in Indianapolis, the most by an Emory squad at the NCAA champion-
ships. Trailing the Eagles were second-place Williams (453 points) and third-place Denison (420 points.)
It was the fi fth championship for the Emory women, all won under coach Jon Howell. He won an earlier title in 1996 while interim coach 
at Kenyon, his alma mater. 
The highlight of the fi nal day was Sadie Nennig’s victory in the 200-yard backstroke. Nennig, a sophomore, won her fi rst individual cham-
pionship with a time of 1:58.86, besting two-time winner and teammate Anne Culpepper, who fi nished fourth. 
Emory also defended its title in the 400-yard freestyle relay. Juniors Renee Rosenkranz and Anna Dobben, freshman Nancy Larson and 
senior Claire Pavlak won in a school-record time of 3:22.02. Pavlak fi nished her Emory career with nine championships, four more than 
any other swimmer in program history.
In all, Emory won one individual event and three relays, including the 200-yard freestyle relay in 1:32.38 and the    
200-yard medley relay in a time of 1:42.27.  
While Emory was dominating for the team title with its deep talent, second-place Williams won nine events, including the two relays 
Emory didn’t win.  Senior Logan Todhunter won the 200-yard butterfl y in a meet-record 1:55.66, and captured the 100 butterfl y (53.04) 
and the 200 individual medley (2:00.58); she also was a member of Williams’ record-setting  800-yard freestyle (7:18.15) and 400-yard 
medley (3:42.21) relay teams.
Ephs’ junior Caroline Wilson won the 400-yard individual medley with a meet-record time of 4:13.14, and touched the wall fi rst in the 500 
freestyle (4:45.45) and 1,650 freestyle (16:40.42). She was also on Williams’ two winning relay teams.
Finally, freshman Sarah Thompson took the 200-yard freestyle in 1:50.27 for Williams, which recorded its fourth runner-up fi nish in cham-
pionship history.
