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2018 CHAMPIONSHIP

Pittsburg State claims first national title: Pittsburg State built a lead and then held on in dramatic fashion to win the 2018 NCAA Division || Men’s Indoor Track
& Field Championship. The Gorillas claimed the program’s first-ever national championship by edging two-time defending champions Tiffin by one point, 49-48,
when the Dragons finished ninth in the night's final event, the 4x400 relay. Adams State finished third with 44 points while Ashland (40.5) and Texas A&M-
Commerce (29) rounded out the top five team positions.

Bo Farrow sparked the Gorillas with a national championship in the shot put. He won the discipline with a best throw of 62 feet, 2.5 inches. The Gorillas also
got a trio of national runner-up finishes from Tanner McNutt (5,536 pts) in the heptathlon, lan Duncan in the high jump (7-0.25) and Justice Burks (7.85) in the
60-meter hurdles.

Academy of Art's Mobolade Ajomale continued his already historic career for the Urban Knights. Ajomale won his fourth and fifth indoor national titles by suc-
cessfully defending his 60-meter and 200-meter dash titles from last year. After posting a season best time in the 60 to capture the title, Ajomale just edged
Ashland’s Myles Pringle in the 200 by .05 seconds.

Another dominant career continued as Sydney Gidabuday of Adams State won his fourth and fifth indoor titles as well. Gidabuday won his third straight 3,000
meter run title in dramatic fashion, barely out running Harding’s Nehemia Too by less than a tenth of a second. Gidabuday also reclaimed the 5,000-meter title
(1st in 2016) after placing third last year. Ajomale and Gidabuday are 2-0f-3 men to have five indoor national titles (the most in indoor national championship
history)

Pringle bounced back and earned his second career indoor national title in the 400-meter dash. He defended his title from 2017 in dominating fashion, beating
the runner-up by almost two full seconds.

More history was made in the 800-meter run as Colorado State-Pueblo’s Thomas Staines shattered the meet record by half a second. Staines became the
first indoor national champion in program history out-pacing the runner up by over a second and a half, smashing the old meet record that stood for 23 years.

Dustin Nading of Western Oregon started the race for the distance medley relay team, defending the Wolves' title from last year. Nading also took home an
individual title in the mile edging Fort Hays State’s Brett Meyer by three tenths of a second.

Texas A&M-Commerce took home two national titles. The 4x400 relay team consisting of Jude Christine, Dedrian Windham, D’Lance Sharp, and Rashard
Clark finished the race in 3:08.77. DeVontae Steele brought the Lions their second national title of the meet in the triple jump. Steele won the event for the
second time after winning in 2016.

Other national champions included: Juan Scott of Central State (60-meter hurdles), Tanner Stepp of Carson-Newman (high jump), Nolan Ellis of Colorado
Mesa (pole vault), Sedeekie Edie of Lincoln (Missouri) (long jump), Austin Combs of Findlay (weight throw), and Spencer Jahr of Colorado Mesa (heptathalon).
