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Grand Valley State leads wire-to-wire for second consecutive championship: The Grand Valley State women's track and field team
successfully defended its national title, winning the 2012 Division Il Outdoor Track and Field Championships at Colorado State-Pueblo’s
Neta and Eddie DeRose ThunderBowl May 24 to 26. It was the Lakers’' fourth consecutive championship overall (2011 indoor, 2011 out-
door, 2012 indoor and 2012 outdoor).

Grand Valley State won with 90 points, the highest score by a championship team since 2006. Sophomore Kristen Hixson won the pole
vault, setting a Division Il outdoor championships record with her vault of 13 feet, 7% inches. Senior Liz Murphy won the hammer throw
with a toss of 204-6. Two more seniors — Rachel Patterson in the 10,000-meter run and Betsy Graney in the 3,000-meter steeplechase —
also were champions.

Senior Lauren Buresh, the Lakers’ defending champion in the shot put, finished third this year with a throw of 50 feet, 11"z inches, and
junior Sam Lockhart was second with a toss of 52-1%4.

“This was a great accomplishment for our Lady Lakers,"said 13-year head coach Jerry Baltes. It was a total team effort from start to finish.
I am proud and thankful for everyone that has helped us get to this point.”

Lincoln (Missouri) finished second with 79 points and five individual titles. Latoya King won the 100-meter dash with a time of 11.23
seconds, and the 200 meters in 22.80; Nickeisha Beaumont jumped 20 feet, 4%% inches to win the long jump and Michelle Cumberbatch
(57.25) and Yanique Haye (57.32) finished 1-2 in the 400-meter hurdles. Cumberbatch and Haye, along with Dereka Kelly and Tamara
Keane, won the 1,600-meter relay in 3:37.11.

Adams State finished third with 59 points, while Central Missouri (56'2) and Grand Canyon (41) rounded out the top five.
