Grizzlies sweep NCAA Division Il National Championships: National championship titles 53 and 54 are on their ways to Alamosa after the 2017 NCAA
Division Il National Championships. Adams State’s cross country program took the sweep, as the women won 126-137 against runner-up Mary, while the men
held off Grand Valley State in a 44-64 showdown. In all, five top-15 finisher trophies, eight All-American medals and two national championship trophies find
themselves in the hands of the Adams State Grizzlies.

The women'’s team kicked things off, but didn’t jump into the top spot until halfway through the race. With 1,000 meters remaining, Adams State had all but
secured the title, but things came down to the end as Mary charged back from down 40 to just the deciding 11-point gap.

Coming into the race, the women were ranked No.3 in the nation behind California Baptist and Grand Valley State. Rocky Mountain Athletic Conference Runner
of the Year Eilish Flanagan was the first to cross for the Grizzlies, finishing ninth overall with a time of 21:08. Five seconds behind her was the NCAA South
Central Regional Runner of the Year, Malena Grover, in 12th. Roisin Flanagan was the final All-American, finishing 21st overall. Closing out the scoring for
Adams State was Haleigh Hunter-Gavin in 46th and Kaylee Bogina in 51st.

This is the first time since 2009 that Adams State swept the cross country titles. The women captured their second NCAA Division |l title in three years, 17th
overall, while the men received their 13th. In the 26-year history of Adams State competing at the Division Il level, the program has taken 30 of the 52 possible
cross country titles.

Caroline Kurgat finished her season undefeated and became the first woman in Alaska Anchorage school history to win the individual cross country title with
a time of 20:32.3.
