2007 Highlights
Three in the Third Lifts Spartans: In front of a record crowd of 19,432, Michigan State defeated Boston College, 3-1, in the championship game of the 2007 
NCAA Men’s Frozen Four at Scottrade Center in St. Louis. Justin Abdelkader beat Boston College goaltender Cory Schneider to score the game-winning goal 
with :18.9 remaining in the third period and Chris Mueller iced the game with an empty-net goal in the final seconds to give Michigan State its first national 
championship since 1986. All three Michigan State (26-13-3) goals came in the final 10 minutes of the game. 
During the first period, neither team was able to push the puck past the opposing goalie. The last scoreless first period in a championship game came in 
2001 during the Boston College-North Dakota final. Michigan State goaltender Jeff Lerg made 13 first-period saves, including a stop on a sliding puck within 
inches of crossing the line with a little more than five minutes left in the period. 
With 13:10 remaining in the second period, Boston College senior Brian Boyle took a pass from Brock Bradford and beat Lerg with a power-play goal to give 
the Eagles the 1-0 lead. The goal was the first power-play score allowed by Michigan State during the NCAA tournament. 
Schneider stopped 12 Michigan State shots during the second period to keep the Spartans scoreless and preserve the Eagles’ 1-0 advantage heading into 
the final period of play. 
Boston College (29-12-1) had an opportunity to pad its lead with a shorthanded opportunity with 15:19 left in the game, but Lerg made a spectacular save 
on a shot by Boyle on a 2-on-1 break to keep the Spartans’ deficit at one goal. The sophomore net minder finished the night with 29 saves. 
The Spartans tied the game with a power-play goal by Tim Kennedy at the 9:53 mark of the final stanza. The sophomore forward scored his 18th goal of the 
season off an assist from Abdelkader. 
Schneider stopped 26 of the 29 Michigan State shots. Boston College outshot the Spartans, 30-29. Michigan State finished 1-for-6 on the power play, while 
Boston College was 1-for-4. 
The loss snapped a 13-game winning streak for Eagles and sent them to their second loss in as many years in the national championship game after losing 
to Wisconsin in the 2006 final, 2-1. Boston College’s last championship win came in 2001. 
Abdelkader was named the 2007 Men’s Frozen Four Most Outstanding Player. He was joined on the All-Tournament team by teammates Kennedy, Lerg and 
Tyler Howells. Boston College sophomore Nathan Gerbe and Boyle were also named to the team. 
The championship win by the Central Collegiate Hockey Association’s Michigan State ended a five-year reign by the Western Collegiate Hockey Association.

Oswego State Edges Middlebury for First Team Championship: Oswego State battled through two consecutive overtime games to take the Division III 
Men’s Ice Hockey Championship, 4-3, over defending champion Middlebury March 18 in Superior, Wis. Garren Reisweber scored 12:55 into overtime to push 
the Lakers past the Panthers for the school’s first team championship in any sport.
Lakers goaltender Ryan Scott, a junior who set an Division III championship-game record with 47 saves, recorded 19 in the first period alone.  
After a scoreless first period, the teams traded goals in a wild second stanza. Reisweber scored just 33 seconds into the period on an assist from Peter Magag-
na. Consecutive Middlebury goals by Jamie McKenna and John Sales put the Panthers up, 2-1. Trevor Gilligan evened the game at 2 for the Lakers by putting 
a puck through the legs of Middlebury goalie Ross Cherry at 16:12 into the second. Mark Lozzi and Darrell Levy assisted on that score. 
The Lakers took a 3-2 lead 5:33 into the third on a power-play notch by Magagna with Brendan McLaughlin assisting. But the Panthers put on heavy pressure, 
finally resulting in the tying tally off the stick of John Sullivan with 2:25 remaining in regulation. 
Overtime saw the two teams trade scoring chances. Finally, Reisweber took a McLaughlin feed near center ice and eluded two Panther defenders, faked to 
Cherry’s left, then skated through to tuck the puck into the other side of the net to give the Laker ice hockey team -- and the college athletics program -- its 
first national championship. 
“Our guys all year long have found a way to gut it out and hang in there. Tonight was no exception. They played extremely hard and smart,” Oswego State 
head coach Ed Gosek said. “It’s an unbelievable feeling.”
The national championship feeling didn’t come easily for Oswego State (23-3-3), which had to overcome fatigue from its 4-3 overtime win over St. Norbert in 
the semifinals the day before the nearly three-hour championship game. Even Reisweber noted that he was starting to feel weary before his game-winning 
shot.
Middlebury, which ended the year 20-8-3, came into the championship game on a 10-game unbeaten streak after starting the season off uncharacteristi-
cally slowly. The Panthers had won the last three national titles in shutouts, but lost six games in the first half of the season before coming into their own in 
the second half.

Badgers Fight Through Pain to Gain National Collegiate Hockey Title : Wisconsin repeated as National Collegiate women’s ice hockey champions with 
a 4-1 victory over Minnesota Duluth at Herb Brooks Arena in Lake Placid, N.Y., March 17.
Injuries plagued both teams in the game, with Wisconsin senior Sara Bauer playing with broken ribs and Minnesota Duluth goaltender Kim Martin nursing 
an injured knee.
Bauer said playing in the championship game was never a question for her, though.
“There is something special about playing hockey. You might have an injury, but once you’re out there, you don’t feel it,” she said. “You just get out there and 
push through it.”
Teammate Meaghan Mikkelson said she didn’t even know Bauer had broken her ribs.
“She came in the next day and practiced, just like she does every day,” she said. “To have her as a leader is huge for us.”
In the opposing goal, the freshman star Martin was playing for the first time since the Western Collegiate Hockey Association semifinals March 3. Minnesota 
Duluth head coach Shannon Miller said that despite the injury, Martin played well for the Bulldogs.
“Over the past couple of weeks, we didn’t advertise that Kim had a knee injury. She has been in and out of the line-up all season and has had the past couple 
of weeks to rest,” Miller said. “She has been in some pain, but we felt that Kim was ready to go, and she did a great job for us today.”
The Badgers’ four goals came from four different players, beginning with Jinelle Zaugg’s power-play goal in the first period. In the second period, Erika Lawler, 
Bauer and Jasmine Giles each ferried the puck into the net to score Wisconsin’s final three goals.
Minnesota Duluth’s Emmanuelle Blais tipped a shot past Badgers goaltender Jessie Vetter in the second, snapping a 422-minute shutout streak for Wiscon-
sin in the NCAA tournament, but the Bulldogs couldn’t overcome the fatigue from a double-overtime win over Boston College that propelled them to the 
championship game or the barrage of goals from Wisconsin in the second period.
“You can feel it in the locker room and on the bench. We just didn’t have that spark. It affects the game,” Miller said. “This team has so much character and work 
ethic. We can come back and score two goals in three minutes … but we just didn’t have the gas in the tank to get it done today.”
Wisconsin head coach Mark Johnson, who returned to the site of his 1980 Olympic ice hockey victory as a member of the U.S. men’s team, noted that he had 
a pretty good record in Herb Brooks Arena.
“We are very proud to take the trophy back to (Madison). The team got through this season and walked away champions again,” he said. “This town is very 
special to me, and I want them to cherish this memory for the rest of their lives.”
Wisconsin’s season broke or tied six NCAA single-season team records: most wins (36), best winning percentage (.927), fewest losses (1), home wins (19), 
fewest goals allowed per game (0.88) and lowest goals-against average (0.85).
Bauer was named most outstanding player for the tournament. She was joined on the all-tournament team by teammates Vetter, Mikkelson, Zaugg and 
Bobbi-Jo Slusar and Minnesota Duluth’s Jessica Koizumi.

Plattsburgh State Outduels Rival: Plattsburgh State exacted revenge March 17, beating defending champion Middlebury for the Division III Women’s Ice 
Hockey Championship in a rematch of the 2006 final. Middlebury won that matchup, but fell to the Cardinals, 2-1, in its bid for a fourth consecutive national 
title.
“Middlebury is a great team. We have a lot of respect for them. It’s a great feeling to beat a team that beat you for a championship the season before,” head 
coach Kevin Houle said. “Last year, getting to the finals at home and losing got to us, because we knew we had the talent. That loss hurt a lot. Our resolve 
was not to lose this year.”
The loss was avoided, but Middlebury’s stellar defense held the Cardinals to their lowest goal output of the season. Middlebury senior forward Shannon 
Sylvester said the team never quit in its quest for the championship.
“I don’t think there was one person on the team who didn’t believe in each other. We thought from the very beginning that this was our game,” she said. “We 
never lost faith in ourselves that we were going to win the game. We kept battling, but we just ran out of time. The worst thing is that’s the last time I put on 
the skates.”
Plattsburgh State got on the board first when Lindsay Brown found the net 19 minutes into the first period, with assists from teammates Danielle Blanchard 
and Lindsay Littman. The defenders were solid as well, not allowing Middlebury to attempt a shot until the period was half over. Blanchard and Littman then 
found Shay Bywater to add to the lead in the early minutes of the second period.
Middlebury’s captain Sylvester mounted a comeback with a goal with fewer than five minutes remaining in the second period, but neither team scored in 
the final period. Senior Bree Doyle made 28 saves for Plattsburgh State and earned all-tournament-team honors. Teammates Bywater and Blanchard also 
made the all-tournament team. They were joined by Amherst’s Tarasai Karega and Middlebury’s Sllen Sargent and Shannon Tarrant.
Plattsburgh State’s victory brings its first women’s ice hockey title to the school, giving the school three national titles overall. The men’s team won titles in 
2001 and 1992.
“It’s an unbelievable feeling right now. I’m so proud of these girls. They never quit, never panicked,” Houle said. “In some ways, it’s a relief because there’s a 
calming feeling to accomplish what we set out to do. I’m so happy for the team, and every girl on the team paid a price to get (the championship).”
Plattsburgh finished the season undefeated (27-0-2), including two previous victories over the Panthers. The undefeated season is a first for a women’s ice 
hockey champion. Middlebury ended its season 23-4-2.
In the third-place game, Wisconsin-Stevens Point won a thriller, 3-2, over Amherst off a Nicole Grossman goal with just 1:09 left in the overtime period. The 
Pointers also won the third-place game in 2006.
