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Foreword

The 2001-02 academic year marks the 120th season of National Collegiate
Championships sponsored by the nation’s colleges and universities.

This historic series began in the spring of 1883 when Joseph Clark of Harvard
captured the first singles title of the National Collegiate Tennis Championships.
The NCAA, now with more than 900 member institutions eligible for competi-
tion, began to administer collegiate athletics championships in 1921, when
the Association sponsored its first outdoor track and field championships. The
National Collegiate Tennis Championships became a part of the NCAA series
in 1938.

Along with a history of men’s winter championships, this book chronicles the results
of the past 20 years of women’s winter championships. This winter, four
NCAA championships celebrate milestone anniversaries: National Collegiate
Men’s Gymnastics (60th), Division | Men’s Ice Hockey (55th), Division |
Women'’s Indoor Track and Field (20th) and Division Il Wrestling (40th).

National Collegiate Championships competition has a rich tradition of excellence.
Each of the championships serves as a stimulus for the development of the par-
ticular sport, and the series itself highlights the overall intercollegiate athletics
programs of the nation’s colleges and universities.

JUNE 1. NCAA announced it would move its national office
from Overland Park, Kansas, to Indianapolis in 1999.
AUGUST 1. NCAA's federated governance structure went
into effect.

JANUARY 7. Midseason rules changes in the sport of
wrestling, caused by the deaths of three student-athletes during
weightloss activities, took effect.

JULY 26. NCAA's new national office opened in Indianapolis.
NCAA adopted baseball standards relating to non-wood
bats, putting limits on the diameter, weight and length differen-
tial.

MARCH 10. Kenyon's 17-year streak of NCAA Division Il
women'’s swimming and diving championships came to an

end when Denison upset their North Coast Athletic
Conference rivals, 588-572, in Buffalo, New York.

Highlights

My Blue Heaven: Although Arizona never seemed out of striking distance, Duke never seemed
out of control in its quest for its third NCAA Division | Men's Basketball Championship. Behind nation-
al player of the year Shane Battier and the hot shooting of Mike Dunleavy, the Blue Devils defeated
the Wildcats, 8272, for their first title since 1992 April 2 in Minneapolis.

Arizona trailed by just two at halftime, but the Blue Devils went on an 11-2 run on a trio of three-
Eoin’r shots by Dunleavy to take a 50-39 lead. The Wildcats answered with a 9-0 run of their own
efore Duke extended the lead again to 10 points with 10:08 remaining in the season.

All-Tournament Team: Dunleavy and Battier were joined on the alltournament team by Williams,
who finished with 16 points after being in foul trouble throughout the game. Arizona's Loren Woods
led all scorers with 22 points and was an allHournament selection, along with teammate Richard
Jefferson.
