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lowa captures Division | wrestling title in dominating fashion: The lowa Hawkeyes finished in style, outdistancing the field at the 2010 NCAA Wrestling Championships
by 44 points in winning a third straight national title and 23rd overall since 1975.

“It's a lot more fun and it’s a lot more fun with the gap, the point spread, strings of victories, seniors going out the way they should,"lowa coach Tom Brands said.“There's a
lot more to be content about as far as feeling good that there was a good job done. There was a good job done over the last three days for sure”

lowa had five in the finals, crowned a trio of champions - redshirt-freshman Matt McDonough and seniors Brent Metcalf and Jay Borschel - and totaled eight All-Americans
in amassing 134"z points.

Cornell, led by national champion Kyle Dake at 141, finished a solid second with 90 points. lowa State (75), Wisconsin (70%2), Oklahoma (69) and Oklahoma State (65)
rounded out the top six in the three-day tournament, which drew just more than 94,000 fans.

The Outstanding Wrestler Award went to Minnesota senior Jayson Ness, a four-time All-American who finished his career with a title at 133 pounds.

Ness (30-0) claimed gold with a four-point move in the final 10 seconds to beat lowa’s Dan Dennis, 6-4. The Gopher, who lost in the 2008 NCAA finals at 125, trailed 4-2 and
took an injury timeout right before turning a duck-under into a bear hug that finished with Dennis on his back.

“It wasn't in my mind at all to get back points, but (once) he fell down | was able to get him on his back and it worked out for me,’ Ness said. “The Lord helped me out on
that one”

The much-anticipated rematch at 149 pounds between Metcalf and Ohio State senior Lance Palmer went in Metcalf's favor, 3-2. A riding time point earned after an early
takedown was the difference.

“It feels good, feels like I'm redeeming myself from last year a little bit because this is the national tournament,’ said Metcalf, who lost to Palmer in the Big Ten finals and
finishes his career as a two-time champion and with a 108-3 career record. Metcalf lost in the 2009 NCAA finals after winning a title in 2008.“You can't get last year back, but
you can feel better about it because you finished it off the way you did”

Borschel finished a perfect 37-0 season with a 6-2 victory over Cornell's Mack Lewnes in the 174-pound final. Borschel, a four-time state champion from lowa who entered
college with a 163-1 record, built 3:46 of riding time against Lewnes (40-1) and was never challenged.

McDonough got the Hawkeyes off to a good start with a 3-1 win over fellow freshman Andrew Long of lowa State in the 125-pound final. In three previous meetings this
season, the two scored a combined 53 points. A second-period takedown by McDonough (37-1) was the difference this time around.

Dake, a true freshman who was watching the 2009 NCAA championship from his home in Ithaca, New York, wrestled well beyond his years, giving Cornell the national title
at 141 with a solid 7-3 victory over lowa sophomore Montel Marion. Dake lost just twice in 36 matches this season.

Only two wrestlers have won four NCAA titles - lowa State’s Cael Sanderson and Oklahoma State’s Pat Smith - and Dake got a bit tired of hearing about winning a title as a
freshman.

“Just because people think it's such a big deal that I'm a freshman, and it probably is to the common folk,” Dake said. “To me, I'm just another wrestler going out there to
wrestle someone else. So it’s not that big a deal to me. | don't know, it’s just not that huge of a deal for me at least.

“I've wrestled in big matches my whole life. This was probably the biggest, but | felt like | was just wrestling in another big match.”
lowa State finished off its tournament in style winning both the 197- pound and heavyweight titles.

Jake Varner (31-0) capped his career with a tough 5-2 win over Nebraska’s Craig Brester (30-3) in a rematch of the 2009 NCAA final. Varner wrestled in four NCAA finals, was
a two-time champ and finished his four years with a 121-10 record.

All three of Brester’s losses this season were to the Cyclone.

In the final bout of the tournament, lowa State senior David Zabriskie (26-2) beat Oklahoma State senior Jared Rosholt for the seventh time in 10 career matches between
the two. Their final collegiate meeting saw Rosholt lose his balance in the second period and Zabriskie pounce for a takedown. It was the difference in a 3-2 match.

The Big Ten and Big 12 also crowned champions at 165 and 184.

Wisconsin sophomore Andrew Howe completed a perfect season (37-0) with a 9-3 decision over Penn State’s Dan Vallimont in the 165-pound final. Howe lost in the 2009
final but was never challenged in five matches in Omaha.

Missouri senior Max Askren (20-2) joined his brother Ben, a two-time NCAA champ, at the top of the podium with a dominating 10-3 win over top-seeded Kirk Smith of
Boise State in the 184-pound final. It was Smith's first loss in 29 matches this season.

Harvard senior J.P. O'Connor picked up his 132nd career win to tie for the top spot in school history with a 6-4 victory over Cal Poly senior Chase Pami in the 157-pound
final.

Virginia junior 197-pounder Brent Jones earned the Gorrarian Trophy, given to the wrestler with the most pins in the least amount of time in the tournament. Jones had
two pins in 1 minute, 33 seconds.

History

NCAA Division | Wrestling

Championship Timeline

1928 The first NCAA Wrestling Tournament was held in Ames, lowa. No official team scor-
ing was kept but Oklahoma State crowned four individual champions and was later declared
the unofficial team champion.

1930 Oklahoma State’s Earl McCready became the NCAA's first-ever three-time national
champion, winning the heavyweight class in 1928, 1929 and 1930.

1932 Indiana’s Edwin Belshow became the first athlete recognized as the Most
Outstanding Wrestler at the NCAA Championships. Belshow claimed the 1932 individual
national title at 134 pounds.

1934 Team scoring officially becomes a permanent feature of the NCAA Wrestling
Championships. Lead by head coach E.C. Gallagher Oklahoma State claims the team title
with 29 points, outdistancing runner-up Indiana who finished with 19 points.

1936 Oklahoma becomes the first program outside of Oklahoma State to win an official
NCAA team title. The Sooners tallied 14 points to stay ahead of Central Oklahoma who
finished with 10 points.

1941 The NCAA Wrestling Committee introduced a point system to determine the winner
of bouts. Takedowns and reversals were worth two points and an escape one point. Near
falls were worth four points. In addition, time advantage points were awarded and penalties
were given for stalling.

1943-45 The NCAA Wrestling Championships were not held due to the United States’
involvement in World War II.

1947 Cornell College scored 32 points to become the first and only private school to win
an NCAA team title in wrestling.

1948 William Koll of UNI becomes the first to win back-to-back Division | Most Outstanding
Wrestler Awards.

1950 Behind individual national titles by Bill Nelson, Bill Smith and Keith Young, the
University of Northern lowa scored 30 points to win the school’s first and only NCAA wres-
tling title to date.

1952 Oklahoma nipped Northern lowa 22-21 to win their second straight NCAA Wrestling
Championship.

1953 In front of a home crowd in University Park, Penn., Penn State captured the NCAA
team title, scoring 21 points to derail Oklahoma's hope for a three-peat.

1955 Team scoring was adjusted to award 7, 5, 3 and 1 point, respectively, for first, second,
third and fourth-place finishes. In addition an advancement point was awarded for champi-
onship and consolation bouts.

1957 Oklahoma’s Dan Hodge completed his career as a three-time NCAA champion at 177
pounds. Only he and Earl McCready of Oklahoma State have ever been credited with falls in
each of their national championship bouts.

1961 The NCAA Division | Wrestling Championships were held on the West Coast for the
first time as Oregon State played host in Corvallis.

1963 For the first time, the NCAA split its wrestling tournament into two divisions - the
College Division and the University Division. The College Division was held one week prior to
the University Division and schools were allowed to enter both tournaments. Western State
won the inaugural College Division and Oklahoma took home top honors in the University
Division.

1968 Oklahoma State tallied 81 points to outdistance runner-up lowa State’s 78 points
as the Cowboys won their seventh NCAA title in 13 years under the direction of head coach
Myron Roderick.

1973 lowa State claimed its fourth NCAA title in five years, and the program’s fifth overall,
behind individual titles by heavyweight Chris Taylor and 177-pounder Rich Binek.

1975 lowa claimed its first NCAA Championship toppling defending champions
Oklahoma, 102-75. The team title would prove to be the Hawkeye’s first of 20 over the next
26 years.

1978 Montclair State’s Ken Mallory became the first Division Ill wrestler to win a Division |
title by downing Oklahoma's Fank DeAngelis, 10-7, in the 134- pound weight class.

1980 Unseeded Matt Reiss of North Carolina state completed an improbable journey
to the NCAA title at 167 pounds, defeating lowa State’s Perry Hummel, 4-2, to become the
Wolfpack’s first national title winner.

1983 Fraternal twin brothers Ed and Lou Banach of the University of lowa both claimed
individual national titles at the NCAA Wrestling Championships as Lou took home the heavy-
weight title and Ed claimed top honors at 190 pounds.

1986 lowa won a record ninth-straight NCAA Championship, amassing a then-record 158
team points behind five individual national champions.

1988 Coached by Bobby Douglas, Arizona State scored 93 points to become just the
third program outside the states of lowa or Oklahoma to win an official NCAA wrestling
championship.

1990 Twin brothers Terry and Tom Brand both stood atop the awards stand at the 1990
NCAA Championships as Terry defeated Jason Kelber of Nebraska, 3-2 , to win the 126-
pound title and Tom upended Minnesota’s Dave Zuniga, 9-7, to take home top honors at
134 pounds.

1994 Oklahoma State’s Pat Smith became the NCAA's first four-time NCAA champion with
a 5-3 victory over Michigan's Sean Bormet at 150 pounds. Smith'’s other titles in 1990, 1991,
and 1992 also came at 150 pounds.

1997 lowa established a new NCAA team scoring record, dominating runner-up
Oklahoma State 170-113.5 to claim the 1997 team title. The Hawkeyes tallied the impressive
total behind five individual titles from Jesse Whitmer, Mark Ironside, Lincoln Mcllravy, Joe
Williams and Lee Fullhart.

1999 Central Michigan's Casey Cunningham became the Chippewa’s first NCAA title win-
ner, edging Penn State’s Clint Musser, 2-1, in the 157-pound final.

2000 With Pennsylvania’s Brett Matter winning the 157-pound title he, along with his
father Andy Matter, became the fifth father-son combo to win individual titles at the NCAA
Wrestling Championships.
